CHEER TEAMS - AGES AND DIVISIONS

Within each performance level separate age categories will be offered,
depending on number of teams entering.

CHEER TEAM - DIVISIONS BY LEVEL AND AGE CATEGORY

In cheer divisions split by age categories the age category of a team / performer is defined as

PREP: Male or female, must be under 10 years old (9 or under) on 10 October last.
PEEWEE: Male or female, must be under 13 years old (12 or under) on 10 October last.
JUNIOR: Female only, must be under 16 years old (15 or under) on 10 October last.
SENIOR: Female only, with one or more performers 16 years old or over on 10 October last.
CO-ED: Squads with one or more male performers. Junior or Senior (ages as above).
OPEN: Male or female performers, all must be 18 years or over on 10 October last.

Cheer team performers may only compete in one cheer team, except by dual duty substitution rule (see Overview)

JUNIOR: Male or female, must be under 16 years old (15 or under) on 10 October last.
SENIOR: Male or female, with one or more performers 16 years old or over on 10 October last.
NOVICE: See eligibility requirements below.

Dance team performers may only compete in one dance team, except by dual duty substitution rule (see Overview)

Some divisions may be split equally between ‘Small’ and Large’.
